Research Proposal    

Please submit a 2-3 page proposal describing your project, including a proposed budget. Grants can help cover the costs of supplies (but not lab equipment), data-collection, travel, and other expenses directly related to the research or creative project. If you are requesting support for research-related travel to gather information for your project, please include a separate travel budget and itinerary in the proposal. Weinberg College awards grants of up to $1000 to assist undergraduates in pursuing original research or creative work under the close supervision of a faculty member during the academic year. 
As noted above, if you are awarded funding by both Weinberg College and another funding source, the amount of money you receive from the College may be adjusted.

You should work closely with your faculty sponsor to prepare your proposal. Remember that the people who evaluate your proposal will probably not be experts on your topic. You can find some useful tips on writing effective proposals for student projects in the proposal guide for Northwestern Undergraduate Research Grants at http://undergradresearch.northwestern.edu/crafting-research-proposal. 

Please put your name and your project title at the top of your proposal.
Applications for Weinberg College Academic Year Research Grants may be submitted at any time, and decisions are made on a rolling basis. Students should allow at least two weeks from the submission of their completed application, including receipt of the faculty recommendation, to receive a funding decision.  Because processing award payments takes time, and because award payments are usually made only at the end of a month (e.g., April 30; May 31), early applications are encouraged.
