· 1 calculus course: MATH 218-1 or 220-1
· None of the 7 minor courses may be double-counted toward a major, minor, or certificate, except as a related course.
· Students majoring in economics may not use economics courses to fulfill the social sciences and humanities electives; students minoring economics may not use 200-level ECON courses to fulfill these electives.
